Cristián Rodríguez Chiffelle is Head of Trade and Investment Policy and a Global Leadership Fellow at the World Economic Forum (WEF) in Geneva. In this capacity, he leads a team working globally on issues such as international investment, digital trade, global value chains, sustainability and trade and the environment.

Cristián frequently represents WEF at international organizations and business forums such as APEC, G20, ICC, OECD, the World Bank and the WTO. He is a member of the Business 20 (B20) Task Force on Trade and Investment and former Economic Advisor to the Mission of Chile before the OECD in Paris. Prior to joining WEF, Cristián served as a senior trade diplomat and negotiator in various positions for the Chilean Ministry of Foreign Affairs, including as legal advisor on services and investment, and as head of energy, trade and sustainable development and lead negotiator on the issue at the Trans-Pacific Partnership deal. Cristián holds a Master of Laws (LL.M) from Harvard Law School, a Master in Public Administration (MPA) from the Harvard Kennedy School of Government – where he was a Mason Fellow in Public Policy and Management – and an LL.B from the University of Concepción, Chile. He is also an officer (2nd Lt, Rv.) with the Chilean Air Force.

Course Description

This course will provide a brief history and overview of the international investment regime and rules applying to the global digital economy. It will elaborate on the current state of play in intergovernmental discussions relating to these two policy areas and contextualize business priorities. Case studies on potential improvements on specific aspects of the international investment regime and digital trade rules will be presented as a point of departure for examining the policy complexities, challenges and opportunities associated with rapidly evolving growth drivers. The course will conclude with reflection on the multi-faceted debate around a world with increasing global flows – including those related to capital and data – and the perceived legitimacy and adequacy of existing trade and investment frameworks.
